Another site offering a phone recycling service whe re you can make money on your old phone is
www.envirofone.com. The service works in a similar way, but this site is slightly better as you can se arch for
your phone by make and model and see pictures of th e phones to ensure you have the correct one.

You collect epoints, th en
they are converted to cash which is sent out to you  in the form of a cheque within 20 days.

Where did you stay there?
In our camper van. That was the first time I'd trav elled in one and it was great – you're by the sea a s the sun
comes up and it combines comfy beds, delicious food  and the great outdoors.

Who would you take with you if you went there again ?
My husband, of course. We've been together ten year s, married five and he's in the show so we work
together, too. He's a good cook; he made great omel ettes while we were on the road.

What's the one place you'd like to see before you d ie?
India. I've wanted to go since I was nine when my d ad and stepmum did a huge trip, including trekking in the
Himalayas, and came back with days and days worth o f slides. There's something so spiritual about it. It's
something I feel I have to do.
